medium and large) to protect soldiers and civilians from hazardous noise during readiness
training for combat.

The Brock Sales Company is the only source
that meets the Army’s requirement for combat earplugs and has quantities on-hand to
fulfill this procurement.

(i) What harm will come to the Government if desired contractor doesn't receive the
award?

The Combat Arms Earplug represents proprietary technology that uniquely protects the
wearer from hazardous noise whether steady-state or impulse/impact. Using another
source is unacceptablie as only Broch Sales meets the technical requirements set forth by
the Army. The various size earplugs requested by this action meet the fitting needs of
Army civilians and initial entry soldiers at training centers within the Continental United
States (CONUS).

6. Actions to Increase Competition: (State what actions will be taken to increase
competition before subsequent acquisition of the supplies or services is required.)

The Army approved Combat Arms Earplug requested by this action represent proprietary
technology that uniquely protects the wearer; any other product will not meet the
government’s technical acceptance. Due to the proprietary nature of the product to fulfill
current Army training requirements for the activity, an Intent to Sole Source this
procurement was advertised in Fed Biz Opps and closed on August 12, 2010, No
interested sources responded to the intent notification.
