Justification and Approval for Other Than Full and Open Competition
1.  Contracting Agency:  U.S. Army Contracting Command- Aberdeen Proving Ground (ACC-APG),
 Edgewood Contracting Division, APG, MD, 21010-5401

2.  Description of Action:  This action will result in a three (3) month Firm Fixed Price contract with Prospective Technology Inc (PTI) under PTI’s GSA Schedule, #GS-10F-0350S.  Award is projected for 26 May 2011and Fiscal Year 2011 Research, Development, Test, and Evaluation (RDT&E) funds will be used.  An acquisition plan is not required because it is under the dollar threshold.

3.  Description of Supplies/Services:  The purpose of this effort is to provide engineering, technical support, program management support, and logistic support to the Environmental Support Office (ESO).  Specifically, the ESO requires engineering technical support and program management support to provide policy and guidance development for the office of the Assistant Secretary of the Army for Acquisition, Logistics and Technology (ASA(ALT)), direct technical support to Army Program Executive Officers (PEOs) and Program Managers (PMs), and logistical support to Army field activities related to supporting the Army Ozone Depleting Substance (ODS) Reserve maintaining the ODS inventory.  The estimated value is $182,572.64.  The proposed contract will include a three (3) month option for an estimated dollar value of $206,969.60.  This will result in a total contact dollar value of $389,542.24.  
4.  Authority Cited:  FAR 8.405-6(b)(2) “The new work is a logical follow-on to an original Federal Supply Schedule order provided that the original order was placed in accordance with the applicable Federal Supply Schedule ordering procedures.” 
5.  Reason for Authority Cited: Other than full and open competition as authorized by 8.405-6(b)(2) is necessary to ensure continuity of service until a competitive contract can be awarded.  Contract W91ZLK-08-F-0227 was awarded on 30 May 2008 on a competitive basis for these services. The ESO relies upon the services provided by PTI and a break in service will adversely affect mission performance.  Specifically, the militaries ozone depleting substances (ODS) reserve will not be monitored.  If these unused products are not recovered and there is no ODS replacement, weapon system deployment will not occur.  In addition, the Army will be out of compliance of the Montreal Protocol if ODS is not recovered and not monitored.  In addition, new policy on hexavalent chromium is under development and will not be staffed by the ESO office.  The new policy will allow the Army to use hexchrome under certain circumstances and this too will be monitored by the contractor.
6.  Efforts to Obtain Competition:  In accordance with FAR 8.404(a) no synopsis was posted for this effort.  Only PTI is capable of continuing the existing services until a competitive contract is awarded. 

7.  Actions to Increase Competition:  This action is a bridge buy to allow for a competitive contract to be placed.  The Government will issue a competitive RFP for future requirements.  This RFP may be issued through the Federal Supply Schedule.
8.  Market Research: Market research indicated that there may be other offerors who can offer the required services but at this time PTI is the only contractor familiar enough with the effort to continue the necessary support.  A competitive RFP is currently being created for future requirements.
